Games will be 20 minute running halves.

The clock will stop the last two minutes of the second half if there is a
difference of 10 points or less, or anytime thereafter that the score
becomes ten points or less.

Two time-outs per team, per half. Time-outs are not cumulative, and will
be one minute in length

Half time is 3 minutes long

In case of a tie, a two minute, stop-clock, overtime will be allowed for
the first overtime period only. If the game is still tied after the first
overtime, the team that scores the first point in the second overtime will
be declared the winner. Each overtime period will begin with a jump ball
at center court. Each team will receive one time out only in the first
overtime period. No time outs are allowed in the second overtime

Game time is forfeit time.
Technical fouls will result in the opposing team being awarded two points
and the ball out of bounds at mid-court. A player given a second technical

foul will be automatically ejected from the game.
